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Abstract This population-based time-trend study examines gun violence rates among males
in Sweden during the years 1996 to 2015 and compares the rate in Sweden to other Western
European countries. Data were collected from six registries and are presented descriptively per
100,000 inhabitants. The risks among males in Sweden increased considerably in both lethal
and non-lethal gun victimization and perpetration. Among males aged 15 to 29 there was a
five-fold increase in risk for victimization in lethal and non-lethal gun violence during the 20-
year observation period. In a comparative perspective the rate of gun homicide victimization
among males 15 to 29 years was higher in Sweden compared to other Western European

countries, while the risk for males over age 30 was at an average level. Based on the results of

this study we conclude that gun violence among young males in Sweden has been on the rise
and is at a high level compared to other Westem European countries. The development of gun
violence in Sweden can be characterized as endemic, prevalent in both population and socially
vulnerable areas.

ABSTRACT

Backgreund Sweden has in recent years witnesed incressisg rates of fireanm-related vislence and hoasicide,
which bas contributed 1o iscressed rates of deadly vieence. Attempts 1o peofile offenders comssitting such
erimes are of majoe impoetance, becase such effoets may contribute o better peeventive measures. We therefoee
aimed 1o study the charmeteristics of individuls coavicted and/ce suspected of homicide, Mtempled hossicide,
peegaration 1o commit homicide & well as conspiration 1o comseit homicide (for simplicity called homicide + )
i Swoden.

Casviction Class (CC) contained mestly convicted individuals whereas Mixed Class A (MCA) and Mixed Cliss B
(MCB) contained almost equal rates of both convicted asd suspected individuss. The CC wis characterized by
ietividuals with low sates of previous eriminality, ssbstance abuse and psychiatric disorders. The MCA and the
MCB were characterized by individuals with highes rates of previous eriminalicy, substance abuse, and psy-
chistric disorders i well as lower education and worse econcesy in comparison with the COC.

Conclusion. While MCA and MCB say be comtituted by “traditicnal” crissinals often well kaown by the police
and/oe the social sehorities, the CC wis mainly coastituted by convicted offenders who sy meee easily escape
the radar of the authorities

A newly published study
shows that deadly violence has more than doubled in Sweden compared
to 2012 when Sweden had its lowest number of deadly violence
{n = 68) (Khashnood, 2019). BRA defines deadly violence as homicide
(murder and manslaughter), child bomicide, causing another person's
death without the intention to kill (in short: causing another's death) as
well as death caused by terrorism (BRA, 2019).

Firearm.related violence as well as homicide has increased in
Sweden and, in 2017, 35% of all homicides in the country were con.
ducted with a firearm as Sweden witnessed 2.55 shootings per 100,000
inhabétants (Khoshnood, 2019).
